On Wednesday, January 24, 2007 at the Durham Regional Council meeting, Durham Council accepted the proposal of their Waste management Department and moved to have their proposal put to the Ministry of the Environment for approval and implementation.  This was done in the face of repeated deputations on your behalf before Brock Council and Durham Waste Management, and in the face of the opposition of representatives of Brock Council, sitting on the Regional Council.  Brock council has, with two Councils, voted that we are NOT a willing host and Durham is NOT listening.
The Proposal is as follows:

1. Bring in 120,000 tonnes of garbage from outside of Brock, from South Durham, to fill in the irregularities in the dump and round it off.

2. Put a cover over all of that and leachate pools at the base to try to stem the damage already underway through the leaking dump.
3. Buy or expropriate neighbouring land to facilitate their plans.

4. Then, on top of this now “remediated” rounded pile of garbage bring in the balance of the 850,000 tonnes of garbage to fill the dump completely within 8 years, despite the already existing leaching into the water table of 50 years of garbage.

5. This will be done at a rate of about 100,000 tonnes of garbage a year instead of the present rate of 6,000 tonnes.

6. This will involve over 20 times as many garbage trucks on our roads, with our school buses, farm equipment, and local residents.

7. This will result in increased cost, taxes and damage to our local roads.

8. What about the growing health costs attributable to the dump?

9. What about our property values, the noise, the dust, the blowing garbage, the site of garbage to an elevation of 273 metres (one half of the height of the CN Tower)?

10. What will you tell the Ministry of the Environment to stop this?  What will you tell Durham?

11. What will you tell Brock Council to do on your behalf to STOP this before it goes any further?
