“Region buys the farm                     by Scott Howard, Citizen Editor
After weeks of negotiations, the price was finally right for Durham Region.

The Region has purchased a more than 100-acre farm adjacent to the Brock Township landfill for $742,000.

The Draper family owns the land directly north of the site, a portion of which the Region needs to acquire to complete a Remedial Action Plan (RAP) to address leaching from the landfill.

The buffer strip the Region needs to complete the order from the Ministry of the Environment (MOE) is 300 meters wide and 22 acres long, or roughly a quarter of the Draper farm…………………..
A key component of the remediation efforts is an additional 126,000 of garbage and fill that will be deposited at the landfill in order to shape the site.

The leachate, polluted liquid that drains from a landfill, has moved beyond the Region’s property line and in October 2006 the Province ordered Durham to address the problem.

Though the Region’s works committee had previously opted against buying the land for $918.000, regional council voted in favour of the amended purchase price at their meeting last week.
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
