"Residents in Brock and Georgina are getting worried as the US appears to be moving ever closer to closing the border to Canadian garbage, and they expressed that at a meeting last night.  Close to a hundred residents packed the hot and sticky hall in Wilfred just north of Sunderland to hear what organizers are planning to do, to try and stop the region from using the Brock dump for all of Durham's garbage.  Members of "B.A.G." - Brock and Georgina Against Garbage say other regions such as York have found alternate plans in modern, safe landfills and say Brock's dump has no liner, buffer zone or control of pollutants entering the water system.  Residents here vow to do whatever it takes to stop the region's plans.  Meantime, Commissioner of Works for the Region Cliff Curtis says the Brock landfill is being looked at as a last resort back-up plan and would require significant upgrading before it could be used as a primary destination for the Region's waste."
