"Residents in Brock Township are upset over the Region's plan to expand the area's dump should the US close its border to Canadian garbage.  Tom McNeill lives in the area and says the dump has been there since 1953 and has never been upgraded to meet today's standards.  He says he's tired of the region ignoring their concerns.  Commissioner of Works for the region Clifford Curtis says the Brock landfill is being looked at as a last resort back-up plan and would require signifciant upgrading before it could be used as a primary destination for the region's waste."
