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        I had a conversation with a man not long ago, we talked about his concerns regarding the regions intention to expand our dump. I had some doubt that this was their intention, and was invited to check it out for myself which I did.  I am now convinced that human nature being what it is and the inclination of our elected officials to take the cheapest course of least resistance, that it is inevitable the Region will try to expand our DUMP. 
          It was for this reason that I attended a meeting of a group you may have heard of  they go by the name B.A.G. , Brock and Georgina Against Garbage , this group of people at their own expense has already compiled a great deal of information and I recommend that you go to their web page and read. ( www.bagagainstgarbage.com )
         What knowledge that came out of that meeting that was new to me was this. All the garbage that has gone into that site over the last 50 years sits on land that is basically sand and under that sand flows water and that water flows underground for miles, your wells may already be affected, you can't know because when your well is tested it is only for bacteria, not PCB's or heavy metals or any of a thousand possible health threatening substances. This water can find its way into our rivers and on into our lake, we already know that Lake Simcoe is polluted. In fact the REGION has known for a long time that the waters surrounding our dump are polluted and chose to do nothing to clean it up, there solution to the problem may be simple to buy the polluted property and use the land to expand the dump. Call B.A.G. attend a meeting at Wilfrid on August 1st , write a letter to the Region demanding they close the Dump, or simply give a few dollars to help fund this battle.
