I am writing to you to express my concerns about the proposed dump in Brock. I have been receiving updates from B.A.G. and I want to relate to you that living near Lake Simcoe has been one of my family's greatest pleasures. Its limestone base keeps it clear of many of the pollutants that fall into it. However, I don't think it can handle the seepage that will eventually run into it from a major dump centre, so near to its shores.

This town of Georgina depends heavily on the tourism and secondary businesses that survive on the patronage of the residents who live here to serve the tourism industry. If our lakes and rivers (Pefferlaw Brook) become polluted from this dump, how many citizens will be affected? I believe the South Lake Simcoe Conservation Authority should be seriously involved in this issue. They worry if we adjust the banks of a river too much or change the drainage on the properties adjacent to the river. Why are they not much more vocal about this issue? This will have many more times the impact on our Lake Simcoe and its tributary rivers.

When we relocated from Scarborough, we wanted to live near the lake and thought it was so wonderful living on the Pefferlaw Brook. We have enjoyed many different past times on and around the river. If it becomes polluted, our children will have lost that enjoyment forever. Please become involved in ridding this town of this very bad idea.
