Subject: Response to meeting with Brock and Georgina Against Garbage (BAG) representatives re: Brock Dump

Representatives from the above group presented their objections to the proposed expansion of the Brock Dump to the GEAC at a deputation to our council on May

02, 2007. The group provided the GEAC with evidence of existing environmental impacts on adjacent lands, with concern that the resulting environmental hazards from

expansion of said dump will affect not only Brock Township but also the Town of Georgina. 

They expressed concern that leachate and general effluent from the dump will infiltrate

through tributaries into the Pefferlaw Brook watershed, thereby polluting Lake Simcoe, our own precious resource. 

We recommend council respond to this threat in two stages…………

Stage I

In a letter sent to MOE, council should question compliance with the latest Certificate of Approval. The first step would determine if the dump is being operated and managed in

contravention of the C of A. Factors such as the suitability of the site (an ESA and Significant Wetland) for the intended purpose, and possible leaching into downstream 

tributaries are critical. According to (BAG), the original Gartner Lee report has not been

followed. Apparently there is a lack of guidelines for height restriction which seems entirely unfeasible, since there is a restriction on the area footprint – at some point area

must accommodate increasing height impositions (simple soil mechanics).

Stage 2

Following an unacceptable response to Stage 1, council could request MOE undertake the requirement for a full Environmental Assessment of the site.
