“As a concerned citizen I am requesting your assistance
in stopping any further expansion to the Brock Dump
and cleaning up the area in and around the dump.  This
dump is located at 22480 Side Road 17, Cannington,
Ontario, which is the North end of Durham Region.

As you know the Brock Dump was opened in 1950 and
designated for the use of Brock residents only.  It is
built on an old gravel pit site and located on a
floodplain that contains an environmentally sensitive
wetland.  The Region of Durham took over the ownership
in 1974 and has operated it since that time.  The
Brock Dump has no liner, natural or otherwise, and is
leaching fluids into neighbouring properties and water
sources.  The Region has been told, in a Gartner Lee
report, to clean up the leaching since 1999 and they
admit they have not taken the necessary steps to do
so.  The Ministry of the Environment has done nothing
about it.  The Certificate of Approval was changed
from Dump to Landfill without an Environmental
Assessment taking place.

The Brock Dump is regulated under the Ministry of
Environment Certificate of Approval (CA) A3900602
issued in 1980, which describes the terms and
conditions under which the dump is to be operated. 
The CA has no geographic restrictions and was amended
in 1994-95 to allow for recycling and household
hazardous wastes.  

The Brock Dump is inspected and tested yearly
(groundwater and surface water) by a consulting group
under contract to the Region.  Last inspection report
available is for the year 2004, where results
identified a plume of potential toxins leaking to the
north and east.
The Brock Dump has a tributary of the Pefferlaw Brook
running directly through the dump property and is a
possible source of pollution heading to Lake Simcoe.

If approved by Durham council, the works department
recommendation would allow it to retain consultants
and resources to immediately begin a technical
evaluation of the viability of using the Brock Dump
site and possible expansion horizontal and/or vertical
of it's capacity and prepare all necessary
documentation in anticipation of Certificate of
Approval amendment. 

I, a concerned citizen of Brock Township, am
requesting a full Environmental Assessment of the
Brock Dump and a contingency plan in place, with a
timetable, to clean up the existing leaching in and
around the area of the Dump.  We sure do not want to
have another Walkerton situation.
