As a concerned citizen of Brock Township I am
requesting your assistance in stopping any further
expansion of the Brock Dump, Vertically or
Horizontally.

Although I do appreciate that the Ministry has become
involved in the situation of the Brock Dump (CA
A3900602 issued in 1980) and has requested that Durham
Region present a plan by January 31, 2007 to address
the leach ate impacts.  There has been no mention of
conducting a FULL ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT.

I have recently attended meetings and heard the
presentation of the proposed plan that Durham Region
will present on January 31st, 2007.  There, once
again, is no mention of an Environmental Assessment,
which I would think should be conducted before moving
forward with any remedial action plan.  The plan I
heard presented, was to spend anywhere from $10 - $25
million dollars for remedial action work and then
expand the dump by adding another 850,000 tons of
garbage vertically on top of the existing cesspool.

As a protection to the health of the people and the
water sources in the area, including Lake Simcoe, the
urgent need to clean up the leach ate is a must but I
cannot believe that by adding tons and tons more
garbage on top will end the problem at the Brock Dump
after years and years of mismanagement by Durham
Region in which they totally ignored the reports made
by Gardner Lee to clean it up.

The only solution I, as well and many concerned
citizens of Brock Township, feel is to clean up the
existing leach ate which is an environmental concern,
and CLOSE THE DUMP.  I believe this would be a given
if a Full Environmental Assessment were to be carried
out.
