The Government is mandated to preserve and enhance public safety and 
boasting yearly at all levels about how much they are doing to save the 
environment. The Clean Water Act is a world class piece of legislation. How 
then can you be involved as a department, and as a parent in allowing  the 
creation of another potential Love Canal-type scenario, just because this 
old landfill bears a licence dating from a time when decisions were made in 
absence of the knowledge we now possess and it was acceptable to act in 
blatant disregard for the enironment of which each one of us is a part? The 
day when out of sight is out of mind is long past. A mistake of this 
magnitude is financially impossible to fix after the landfill leachate is 
into the ground water and migrating to the lake.
Why can't the "reduce and recycle" program proceed and an extension of 
diminishing tonnage be negotiated with the Michigan people, until such time 
as the new gasification plants get operational and this site has been 
properly contained and developed to do the job?
I have a number of years past experience in the waste disposal industry 
first hand and have spent more time around landfill sites in Durham 
(incidentally all of which are now closed except Brock) than any of you 
likely have combined. I believe these are valid questions that deserve an 
answer.
