Dear Mayor Grossi,
 

We are citizens of Brock Township and members of Brock and Georgina Against Garbage (BAG).
There is huge concern amongst the citizens of Brock Township over the tentative expansion of the Brock Dump which is unlined and leaching hazardous materials into the surrounding wetlands.  Further to this concern is the terrible possibility of this tiny dump receiving all of Durham's garbage and even worse, receiving garbage from other regions, notably Toronto.
Durham Region has just released to BAG a document from the Commissioner of Works with the Subject:  Contingency Plan for Waste Disposal in the Event of Michigan Border Closure.  You may view this document at: http://www.bagagainstgarbage.com/Report%202005-WR-27.pdf   On page 3 you will read: "However, it is staff opinion that at present, only Brock Township landfill should be considered for expanded usage."  And further down you will read under STRATEGY - "c) Immediately proceed with technical evaluation of the Brock Township landfill to allow for further expansion horizontal or vertical of its capacity and prepare all necessary documentation in anticipation of C of A amendment."
 

This is startling information to all of us.  How could Durham Region even consider for a second that the Brock Dump could host all of Durham's garbage and even a part of Toronto's?  
We plead with you to take action against this ever happening. We depend on elected persons such as yourself to be a voice for the community and represent us on the most appropriate level. We ask that you consider this and assist us in our efforts to be heard.  Sure the dump is located in Brock Township in Durham Region however, it's hazardous effects do not contain themselves to this area. All areas surrounding the Brock Dump (including your own town of Port Bolster & Pefferlaw) are, and will be, adversely affected by any further expansion of this facility. This issue should be of concern to ALL people living in this area, not just the citizens of Brock.

As the Mayor of Georgina we urge you to take this issue seriously and do what you can to help the citizens of Brock and Georgina in their efforts to protect our drinking water, protect Lake Simcoe and protect future generations of citizens from the harmful effects of a poorly managed dump site.
