LETTER TO THE EDITOR   (Brock Citizen newspaper)

As the summer hiatus approaches and both Durham and Brock Councils wind down, BAG (Brock and Georgina Against Garbage) faces the reality that this summer could be crucial to our physical, political and social environment in Brock Township.   Durham Finance Committee, in Minutes available on their own web site, approved several hundred thousand dollars worth of “technical evaluation” of the Brock site for the sole and limited purpose of EXPANDING the Brock Dump.  Not remediating it but expanding it.  On March 7, 2006 Mr. Curtis who heads Durham’s Waste Management made clear, and has done so since, that we are the only contingency plan for Durham’s Waste after a life time of being Brock’s site for Brock Citizens.  Despite objections, Durham will not agree that an unwilling host is no host at all.  And while all of that proceeds inexorably forward as the summer heats up, Toronto is looking for five sites in Southern Ontario in which to put their sewage sludge.  This is necessitated by the refusal of the present sit in Michigan to continue to put up with the stink as of August 1, just a couple of weeks away.  Is Durham negotiating to make our dump one of those sites?  No one will tell us until the deal is struck.  Durham’s own consultants have for many, many years, outlined the leaching and the damage the dump is doing to Brock and Durham admits they have done and intend to do absolutely nothing to remediate it.  So lets expand it.  And maybe lets put tons and tanker trucks of someone else’s raw sewage into our wetlands, ponds, rivers and drinking water while we are at it.  Want to inform yourself and us?  Come to the Wilfred Hall on July 18 at 7 p.m., and speak out now before it is too late and the trucks become unstoppable.
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
