A small group of members of the committee for Brock and Georgina Against Garbage (B.A.G.) met with our local Member of Provincial Parliament, Ms. Scott, on Tuesday, August 8, 2006. Although Linda Snodden, one of our committee members, had driven several days in advance to Lindsay with the Durham "hand-out" which listed the proposed expansion, Ms. Scott had not read it in advance. The members of the committed reviewed the critical terms with her at the brief meeting.

Ms. Scott had concerns as to the veracity of the committee and residents’ concerns regarding the proposed expansion. Information was provided and Ms. Scott undertook to answer some of the questions raised in due course, but certainly not soon. The Committee members expressed concern that "soon" was exactly what was required as the "emergency" which led to the "Contingency Plan" for Durham Region was in fact sufficiently imminent as to create a crisis for the residents of Brock. Ms Scott took the matter under advisement.

Some of the issues raised at that meeting, which involved Mrs. Fran Fish, Mr. Peter Gillies, Mr. Tom McNeill and Ms. Marjorie Doiron, were as follows:

1. The need for forcing a full environmental assessment on the Brock Dump located at 22480 Side Road 17, Cannington, Ontario, which is located on a floodplain that contains an environmentally sensitive wetland. Certificate of Approval A390602 issued in 1980.

2. The urgent need in forcing Durham Region to clean up the existing leaching in and around the area of the dump as it is today and prepares the area to avoid any further leaching.

3. To make certain that Brock Dump be removed from all consideration for any sort of expansion in use or size and that it not be made available to garbage other than that produced by Brock Township, with the exception of a possible transfer station only.

4. The urgent need to move forward and hasten the gasification process, as a solution to waste management should the Michigan Border close soon or in the near future. The year 2011, as proposed by the Region is not acceptable.

5. Requesting follow up information by post or email to keep BAG informed with regards to Ms. Scott’s assistance in the above points of discussion and all other matters raised at the meeting.
