 A group of members of B.A.G. met at the Brock Township offices in Cannington, with Mayor Shier and with Mr. Cubitt, the Chief Administrative Officer of the Region of Durham on Friday, August 4, 2006.
 

The group canvassed the issues with Mr. Cubitt, bringing questions from members not present, and from those in attendance, and reviewing in detail the handout provided through Freedom of Information, from the Region of Durham, relating to Durham's "Contingency Plan" for Durham in the event of the closure of the Michigan border.
 

Mr. Cubitt deferred many of the questions to the Commissioner of Waste Management and advised he would get back to B.A.G. at some point.
 

B.A.G. members stressed the need for a full environmental assessment, prior to any consideration of "expansion, both vertical and horizontal" of the garbage on the Brock site.
 

No assurances were given by Mr. Cubitt.  Most questions were met with undertakings to refer them to the Commissioner and others.  Both Mr. Cubitt and Mayor Shier expressed their concern that historically, every time incineration becomes close to a reality, the government of the day in Ontario dismisses the proposal.  As this was and is the most significant alternative to using the Brock dump for all of Durham's garbage, this was not a comforting response.
