The Seventh Meeting of the Public Works Committee of the Township of Brock,……….

…………… in the Regional Municipality of Durham, was held on Monday, September 11, 2006, in the Municipal Administration Building council Chamber.  Information taken directly from the minutes at the meeting is recorded below.

“Brock Township Landfill Site 2005 Monitoring Program Report: Councillor John Grant enquired of staff or Regional Councillor representatives whether further information is available insofar as remedial works at the Brock Landfill site, further to the indication of leachate at the site.

In response to this question, Mayor Keith Shier commented that it is his intent to put forth a motion, later in the meeting, requesting that an Environmental Assessment be undertaken prior to any expansion of the Brock Landfill as he wants to ensure that no expansion will take place if it would be detrimental to the area. Mayor Shier also made mention of a Provincial Order, adding that he will be made available of the contents of this order at Regional Works Committee and the fact that Durham Region must comply with such an Order. 

Councillor John Grant enquired whether Regional Staff have further information pertaining to the leachate issue and the need for buffer land, noting further the importance of Regional Staff keeping Municipal Staff and the public well informed in this regard. 

Regional Councillor Larry O’Connor commented it is likely that all members of the Brock Public Works Committee will support a request for an EA at the Brock Landfill Site, noting further that this landfill was created, and operates under an old Certificate of Approval. He stressed the need to monitor the Region’s actions in conjunction with the Provincial Order. 

Chair Allan Simpson commented on the need for clarification of the report, i.e. groundwater monitoring. 

Councillor Debbie Bath commented on the need for Durham Region to keep Brock Township informed insofar as the landfill situation. She advised that the public wants answers now and in this light requested that staff arrange a deputation from Regional Works Staff to speak with the committee concerning the Gartner Lee Report, remedial works proposed and the next steps (incineration).”

“Environmental Assessment at Brock Landfill Site:  As previously mentioned, Mayor Keith Shier reiterated his intent to put forward a motion requesting an Environmental Assessment at the Brock Landfill Site in light of the age of the landfill and due to the concerns of the residents living in the vicinity of the landfill. The intent of the motion would be to prevent any expansion of the landfill other than to acquire lands for the buffer that will be required. Mayor Shier advised it is his opinion that no expansion be permitted until an Environmental Assessment is undertaken, thus alleviating the public’s concerns.”
“Councillor John Grant enquired whether the intent would be for Durham to undertake the EA at their cost to which Mayor Keith Shier responded in the affirmative. Clerk-Administrator George Graham requested clarification whether the intent is to prevent expansion within the existing footprint or the outer perimeter of the landfill, as it is his understanding that the landfill may have the capacity within the existing footprint to expand. Mayor Shier clarified that his intent deals with expansion period. 

Resolution No. 7-7 MOVED BY Keith Shier that staff with the help of legal advice, write a demand for a full, individual environmental assessment within the Environmental Assessment Act before any expansion of the original footprint re: Brock Landfill site. MOTION CARRIED”
