Members selected for local landfill commitee

The members of the public liaison committee for the local landfill site have been selected.
Last week, regional council appointed local residents Gerry Green, Urs Kressibucher, Merlyn Doble, Gerry Green, Penny Beaudrow, Chris McConnell and Wendy Cartwright. They will be joined by Brock Mayor Larry O'Connor, who will chair the committee, and Ward 4 councillor David Marquis.
The committee provides a forum for local residents to consult, review and exchange information regarding site operations, as well as the monitoring and management of the site.
The Region recently started remediation efforts at the site, a key component of which will see an additional 126,000 of garbage and fill that will be deposited at the landfill in order to shape the site.
Under the Region's schedule, 25,000 tonnes of garbage from other Durham Region municipalities will be shipped to the site each year for three years starting in September 2008.
The landfill currently accepts between 5,000 and 6,000 tonnes of waste per year from Brock Township.
As well, Region recently purchased a 100-acre property adjacent to the landfill to act as a buffer area for leachate.
In addition to those remediation measures, the Region will install an engineered cover to limit rain water, as well as surface water and leachate management systems.
The Ministry of the Environment ordered the Region to deal with leaching from the site in October 2006.
